It sits on 

Interstate 10 in the middle of a 125,000 acre rocket engine test stand ñbuffer zoneò 

designed specifically to exclude human encroachment.  Five years ago, there was 

a swamp where the building now sits but the museum has begun to foster science, 

space exploration, tech ed, educational professional development, research, eco-

tourism and formal education communities where none existed before.  

While the remote location gives our guests unique access to swamps and 

spacecraft, being located so far from town challenges fund raising. As a donor, 

you are our community.

The back story  
The INFINITY Science Center is a 501(c)3 non-profit science museum, Employer 

Identification Number 31-1760504, with a determination letter accepted by the 

U.S. Internal Revenue Service in 2001 under the name Mississippi Assoc. for Sci-

ence & Technology (MAST), and amended in 2006 as INFINITY Science Center, 

Inc. 

As a non-profit agency, donors may deduct contributions to the museum as pro-

vided in section 170 of the Federal Tax Code.  Bequests, legacies, devises, trans-

fers, or gifts to the science center are deductible for federal estate and gift tax 

purposes. 

Considered a medium-sized museum by the Association of Science Technology 

Centers, in 2015 INFINITY had a total annual income (unaudited) of $2,267,905 

and an attendance of 61,000 guests.  

A board of 24 active directors oversees INFINITY Science Center, Inc., led by 

Chairman Jerry Levens, CPA, of Alexander, Van Loon, Sloan, Levens & Favre, 

PLLC. Former Apollo 13 and retired NASA astronaut Fred Haise serves as the 

Board of Directorôs vice chair. 

Save the Booster!  
The INFINITY Science Centerôs next challenge is to con-

serve the newly-acquired Saturn 1C, the Apollo Saturn 

Vôs first stage booster, and place it in a protective building 

that will preserve it for future generations.  

Deliberately located in the line of sight of the nearly 

40,000 vehicles that pass in front of our building each 

day, the booster becomes a testament to the Gulf Coastôs 

role in some of humanity's greatest accomplishments ð 

Apollo, Space Shuttle, and the upcoming human mis-

sions to Mars.   

Conserving and enclosing the 138-foot long booster will 

require an estimated $5,400,000, Phase III expansion.  It 

will involve walkways from the main museum, mezza-

nines overlooking the booster, special events areas, a 

theater, and room for the Apollo 4 capsule, artifacts, and 

memorabilia. 

Stay tuned for more information as INFINITY begins to 

make plans for a capitol campaign.
